Collection of Used Stamps for Causes

Helen Lewtas earned her recognition (above) as a member
of the team for District 9810 who collect, sort and sell, used
stamps and give the money to causes. In 2017/18 the cause
is End Trachoma in Australia and so far they have already
raised $3,890!! Wow!

The collection of used stamps for causes has been running
since 1991 and over the 26 years has raised $107,827 for
causes, which is an extra-ordinary result. Those causes have included: Polio Eradication;
Wheelchairs for Kids; #ight for Sore EyesCIFred Hollows); ROMAC; and other health,
literacy and water related needs.

This year it is End Trachoma. Australia is the only developed country in the world where
trachoma still exists as a public health problem. While improvements have been made,
sustained elimination has proven to be a challenge. The World Health Organisation (WHO)
has a global goal to eliminate trachoma by 2020, and recommends the \8AFECtrategy.
This incorporates: Surgery, Antibiotics, Facial cleanliness and Environment improvement.
Money raised in the collection of stamps will assist in introducing these initiatives in
Australia@Qindigenous communities.
